Minutes of the Hollowell and Teeton Annual Parish Meeting held at Hollowell Village Hall on Wednesday 17 May 2023 at 7.15pm.

1.  Welcome and Apologies.  Andy Crisp was appointed the Chairman and welcomed everyone to the meeting. No apologies received. 
2.  Minutes of the last meeting – Wednesday 18 May 2022. The Clerk made available copies of the minutes of the last Annual Parish Meeting. This minutes were agreed as correct by all present and the Chairman signed them as a true account of the last meeting.

Allan Eaton MBE gave a verbal report on behalf of Hollowell Steam Rally and explained that it had been a smaller version than previous years but this reflected public opinion and available finances.
